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Last Time Out: Anderson Carries Lady Royals Past Drew in Overtime, 71-63

e Graduate student Abby Anderson fied the game on a layup with nine seconds left to send the game to overtime and the Lady Royals outscored
Drew 10-2 in the exira session en route to a 71-63 victory on Wednesday. It marked the 14th straight victory for Scranton.

e Scranton scored the first seven points of overtime as sophomore Maddie Hartnett buried a three and Anderson hit consecutive layups to open up a
seven point lead at 68-61.

e Monaghan led Scranton with 23 points on 7-of-12 shooting, while Anderson registered a double-double with 15 points and 17 rebounds. Elsewhere
for the Lady Royals, senior Emily Shurina knocked down 6-of-7 from the charity stripe en route to 10 points and Hartnett added nine.

Last Time Out: Elizabethtown
»The Blue Jays led by nine at halffime and outscored Juniata by a 23-14 margin in the third quarter to pull away from the Eagles in Wednesday's 80-63
victory. Veronica Christ led ETown with 24 points, while Summer McNulty and Taylor Huyck added 11 apiece in the Blue Jays' sixth straight win.

NCAA Releases Initial Set of Regional Rankings

»Both the Lady Royals and Blue Jays were slotted in the top nine of the inifial set of the NCAA Regional Rankings that were unveiled on Wednesday
evening. The first set of rankings are released in alphabetical order with no numerical ranking being assessed to each team. Scranton and ETown are two of
four Landmark teams in the top nine as Catholic and Drew were regionally ranked as well.

Anderson Notches Second Double-Double in Last Three Games
e Anderson notched her sixth double-double of the season with 15 points and 17 rebounds in Wednesday's overtime win at Drew. On the season,
the Scranton native is tied for the Landmark Conference in rebounding at 9.3 boards per game and also ranks third in scoring at 17.3 points.

Lady Royals News & Notes

»In an abbreviated 2020-21 season due to COVID-19, the Lady Royals went 7-1 against all Landmark Conference foes and won the program's sixth
straight conference title as they defeated Catholic in the title game for a second straight year.

e Scranfon has capfured a total of nine Landmark Conference fitles and 27 total conference championships in program history.

Elizabethtown News & Notes

»ETown has won six straight entering play on Saturday with four of those wins coming by double digits.

e Graduate student Veronica Christ leads the Landmark in scoring at 19.6 ppg, while McNulty checks in at 12.9 ppg and DaniRae Renno averages
10.8 ppg. Renno also leads the conference in field goal percentage at 55.0%.
